SPECIAL ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

Applicants need to obtain a recommendation letter from

a Hungarian diaspora organisation or a Hungarian Diplomatic
Representation of the respective country. Applicants also
need to submit a motivation letter about their Hungarian roots
and what they want to achieve with the scholarship.

BASIC STRUCTURE OF STUDY PROGRAMMES

The programmes follow the three-cycle degree structure in
accordance with the European standards. Hungarian higher
education institutions use the European Credit Transfer
System (ECTS).

> Bachelor, BA/BSc, (undergraduate, 6-8 semesters)
> Master, MA/MSc (graduate, 2-4 semesters)

> One-tier master programmes (10-12 semesters)

> Doctoral studies, PhD/DLA (8 semesters)

> Postgraduate specialist training course

1-2 semester long exchange studies that are part of the
students’ degree studies in their sending higher education
institution.
